A Good Learning Practice of Social Cognitive Learning Found
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Abstract

This qualitative research underpins a good learning practice found in a male
protagonist of a Korean series, Extraordinary Attorney Woo, episode 9: the pied piper,
written by Moon Ji-Won. The article reflects a liberation ideology towards recent
learning of Commander-in-Chief Mr. Bang Gu-ppong (Mr. Fart). He argues upon mostly
primary belief of a big city learning culture in South Korea that good learning practice
should be set in a tight schedule and high competition. Only high-profiled
educational students enrolling in top class universities are successful and acceptable.
The low-profiled students are labeled as invalid into the society. Instead, the result
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shows that good learning practices seeks equality. Learners should be learned through
play. They should have good physical and mental health. Social interaction with
friends and family should be maintained. Dreadful competition in education and lack
of social interaction is an idea of the weak. It can lead children to future failure and
unhappy person. The article conducted the social practices as a symbolic power
proposed by Boudieu, together with the Social Cognitive Learning Theory of Bandura.
A good learning practice contributes to help learners developing learning through
social interaction, having good physical and mental health, and ultimately becoming
happy adulthood.
