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Abstract

The purposes of this study were: 1) to study Chinese vocabulary achievement of students
after learning through the Picture Me Reading teaching technique; 2) to study Chinese vocabulary
retention of students after using the Picture Me Reading teaching technique (14 days later) and 3)
to examine the students’ satisfaction towards the learning management by Picture Me Reading
technique. The samples consisted of 17 third-year students majoring in Tourism of Rajamangala
University of Technology Tawan-ok, Chakrabongse Bhuvanarth Campus. The research instruments
included: 1) Chinese vocabulary learning management plan. 2) tests of word reading abilities in
Chinese. 3) students’ satisfaction questionnaires toward the developed learning management. Data
were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation and dependent sample t-test. The results of
the study showed that: 1) The post-test scores of the students after studying by the Picture Me
Reading technique were higher than that of pre-test at a significance level of .05. 2) The 14-day
post-test scores of the students after studying by the Picture Me Reading technique were higher
than that of immediate post-test at a significance level of .05. 3) The students’ satisfaction towards
the learning management by Picture Me Reading technique was at the higher level. The mean was
4.56, standard deviation was 0.53. In the conclusion, pedagogical implications of these findings are
discussed in order to improve teaching and learning method to enhance Chinese vocabulary

memorizing ability among undergraduate students.
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
