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Trend and Factors of ASEAN Languages Selection

to be the Third Language for Thai Education.
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Abstract

This study is the survey research that aims to explore the tendency together with factors
of selecting ASEAN languages to be the third Language for Thai education. The subjects of the
study were 99 lecturers of Rajamangala University of Technology Tawan-ok. The instrument of
this study is questionnaire. Thie result shows that the languages selected to be the third language
for Thai education are Vietnam language (mean = 47.67), Malay language (mean = 39.33) and
Burmese language {(mean = 30.67) respectively. The factors influenced most on the decision are

economic factors, political - security factor, and socio - cultural factor. Moreover, the overall

factors of selecting ASEAN languages to be the third language distinguish among the subjects in

! the different majors.
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
